to Counter Human Trafficking,
Assistance provided to the Government of Bangladesh in
Strengthem’ng Responses to Human Trafficking. Under this
project, UNODC organized a two-day long training of trainers
(ToT) in July 2014. The training was organized at the Judicial
Administration Training Institute (JATI) and facilitated by the
Centre for Women and Children Studies (CWCS). It was aimed at
building the training capacity of law enforcement officials and
public prosecutors to address rising trends in human trafficking.
The training also focused on the various sections and penalties
stipulated under the Prevention and Suppression of Human
Trafficking Act, 2012. The training was attended by law
enforcement officials, public prosecutors and NGOs working in
this field, and will contribute to increased cooperation among

these agencies.

In South Asia, UNODC in collaboration with the World Customs Organization is
implementing the Global Container Control Programme. Currently, one joint port
control unit each at Male, Maldives and Colombo, Sri Lanka has been established. The
following seizures have been reported in the month of July:

Maldives: The joint port control unit at Male Port reported a seizure of 300g of heroin

in July 2014. This heroin was concealed in coir bundles in a container that arrived in
Male.

Public Procurement Governance refers to principles of accountability,
integrity and efficiency with regard to Government’s purchase of goods and
services. An important element related to public procurement governance
is public procurement probity, provided for under article 9 of the United
Nations Convention against Corruption (UNCAC)— ‘Public procurement and
management of public finances’. Procurement functions can be vulnerable
to corruption. In light of this, UNODC supported a two-day international
conference on Public Procurement Governance in August 2014 organised by
Red Flag Consultancy Services Pvt. Ltd. in New Delhi, India. This two-day
conference brought forth greater awareness in procurement governance
through sharing of good practices and knowledge on the issue. The
consultation brought together close to 150 delegates with representation
from small and medium enterprises, large multi-national companies and
government departments. UNODC also participated in this consultation,
providing greater awareness on the UNCAC provision on public
procurement and its principles of competition, objectivity and transparency.
