The study tour included visits to
correctional centres, prison hospitals and NGOs working in prisons, which
provided a comprehensive understanding to address health and behavioural
concerns in prisons. Thailand has 143 prisons with approximately 300,000
inmates, out of whom 50,000 are women. Around 90 percent of the women and
20 percent of the men inmates are in prison for narcotic related offences.
