HANDOUT #1 - PRIORITY RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE POLICE

1
Written rules on the initial recording of crime incidents and persons suspected of crimes should be elaborated and disseminated to all police stations. These written rules should both reflect relevant standards on incident and suspect recording and formalize practice within Kosovo under UNSCR 1244 to ensure the full recording of all required information at the initial stage.

2
Information recorded in the ‘initial case incident’ form and the KPIS should be supplemented by records on the offender-victim relationship and records on recidivism.

3
Consideration should be given as to whether the KPIS should include a specific field identifying organized crime cases in accordance with relevant international and regional definitions, as well as the Organized Crime Section of the Kosovo Police that is responsible for managing the case (FIU, THBS, NIS, IS).

Crime categories used for reporting should be reviewed in light of those used in regional and international reporting on crime and criminal justice. In addition to existing statistical breakdowns by ethnicity, reported statistics on criminal offenders should be disaggregated by crime type, age, sex and citizenship. Statistics on victims of crime should also be disaggregated by crime type, age, sex, citizenship and victim-offender relationship.

Published statistics should be accompanied by thorough interpretations of statistical patterns and trends as well as detailed metadata. More extensive use of the internet for the dissemination of detailed crime statistics in the form of standard tabulations should be considered.
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
